The proposed amendment concerns
reporting requirements for donations of
fetal tissue & abortion complications.
Hospitals & Ambulatory Surgical
Centers that donate human fetal tissue
are required to submit an annual report
to HHSC that includes the specific type
of fetal tissue donated and the
institution of higher learning that
received the donation by January 31st
of the following year; and adds a
subsection, which requires hospitals to
comply with the abortion complication
reporting requirements in 25 TAC
Chapter 139. Birthing Centers must
also submit an annual report to HHSC
concerning fetal tissue donations.
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
